There are many variables to consider in determining what product is the best fit for your home. Print out
and fill in the appropriate worksheet and bring it in when you visit your local dealer.

About Inserts

Inserts are specifically designed to fit into the opening of an existing metal (zero clearance) or masonry fire-
place. Essentially, an insert is composed of a metal housing that contains the fire, ceramic glass windows, a
faceplate (usually decorative) that covers the junction between the firebox and the edge of the existing fireplace
cavity, and an air intake and exhaust system.

Sizing Your Fireplace For An Insert

2.What room or rooms (determine square
footage) will the insert be used to heat? sq. ft.
3. Do you have natural gas or propane and has it been piped to the fireplace? YES NO

5. Are you adding an insert to an open fireplace or are you replacing an existing insert ?

correct fireplace insert for your heating needs.
